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Jabalpur: The district administra-
tion has initiated legal action after
the death of 19 out of 57 horses
brought from Hyderabad Race
Course to Jabalpur earlier this year.
Panagar police have filed a case
against stud farm owner Sachin Ti-
wari and a Hyderabad-based com-
pany under the Animal Cruelty
Act.

According to officials, Tiwari
had transported 57 horses of
Thoreau, Kathiawadi, and Marwari
breeds by road between April 29
and May 3, keeping them at Raipu-
ra village. Soon after, several hors-
es began falling ill. Between May 7
and 13, eight horses died, raising
suspicion of glanders disease.
However, veterinary reports later ruled out the infection. Despite continuous treatment by a team of

doctors deployed by Collector
Deepak Kumar Saxena, deaths
continued, reaching 19 by the end
of August. Initially, the administra-
tion issued a press release on May
23, stating that 44 horses were
healthy while nine blood test re-
ports from Hisar were awaited. 

Yet, no punitive action was tak-
en for nearly four months. Finally,
on September 1, an FIR was
lodged, citing that Tiwari had not
obtained permission from either
the administration or the local
panchayat to keep the horses.

The case is also being heard in
the Madhya Pradesh High Court,
where animal welfare activist Sim-
ran Issar has filed a petition. Au-
thorities and the state government
have already submitted around
1,600 pages of replies. The next
hearing is scheduled for October.

19 horses brought from
Hyderabad dead in Jabalpur

Agar Malwa: A shocking incident
has emerged involving the at-
tempted murder of a 7-year-old
child, allegedly perpetrated by a
17-year-old boy. According to re-
ports, the accused attempted to
engage in an unnatural act with
the child. When the child refused
and threatened to inform their
family, the accused became en-
raged and struck the child on the
head with a stone.

The Barod police have regis-
tered a case against the accused
under various sections, including
kidnapping and attempted mur-
der. However, charges related to
the unnatural act have not yet
been added, pending the child’s
statement and medical report. 

The accused has reportedly
confessed to the crime and has
been placed in a child reform
home in Ujjain.

The child’s family reported that
the child was found in a semi-
naked state in the bushes after be-
ing missing for several hours. The
incident occurred on Sunday
evening when the child was play-
ing outside while her mother was
occupied indoors. 

After the child went missing,
the family and local villagers initi-
ated a search that lasted until early
Monday morning.

The child was discovered with
severe injuries, including deep
cuts and swelling, and was subse-
quently admitted to MY Hospital
in Indore for treatment.Villagers
have demanded strict action
against the accused, including the
demolition of his residence. CSP
Motilal Kushwaha confirmed that
the investigation is ongoing, with
additional charges expected as
more evidence comes to light.

17-year-old held for attempted
murder of 7-year-old

Jabalpur: Under the leadership of
Public Works Minister Rakesh
Singh, a special program was orga-
nized on Tuesday to maintain the
beauty, discipline, and dignity of
the state’s longest flyover. The ini-
tiative aims to ensure smooth traf-
fic flow, prevent undesirable activ-
ities, and preserve the image of
Sanskardhani.

Minister Singh announced that
CCTV cameras and speedometers
will soon be installed on the fly-
over to enhance safety and disci-
pline. Barricading and dividers will
also be placed at strategic points to
regulate vehicle movement and
control speed.

Calling the flyover a matter of
pride and a symbol of Jabalpur’s

progress, Singh emphasized that
its upkeep requires collective re-
sponsibility. He urged citizens to
follow traffic rules, maintain clean-
liness, and protect this “historical
gift” of the city. The minister also

reaffirmed his commitment to
making Jabalpur clean, beautiful,
and disciplined, stressing that re-
sponsible civic behavior will ensure
the flyover remains a lasting sym-
bol of respect for the city.

Minister Singh launches drive to
preserve Jabalpur Flyover

Dewas: Senior BJP leader and for-
mer district general secretary,
Popendra Singh Bagga, caused a
stir late Sunday night after he
jumped into the Narmada River
from the Mortakka Bridge in the
Barwah area. A swift and intensive
rescue operation by police and
divers located him safe and sound
approximately 10 kilometers
downstream.

Before the incident, Bagga was
captured on CCTV footage looking
visibly distressed as he walked to-
wards the bridge after parking his
scooter. Sources close to the family
reveal he had been battling im-
mense personal and professional
pressures. 

The untimely death of his son
had left him emotionally shattered

and in a state of severe mental an-
guish.

Bagga, once a powerful figure in

Dewas politics and a close associ-
ate of the late Nandkumar Singh
Chouhan, had recently faced set-
backs. He was removed from his
post as district general secretary in
the latest party reshuffle and had
previously lost the race for the dis-
trict president’s position. Profes-
sionally, he had suffered signifi-
cant financial losses in his liquor
business.

While the exact motive behind
his drastic step remains unclear,
the combination of political de-
cline, business losses, and person-
al grief appears to have taken a
heavy toll. Despite these struggles,
Bagga is also known for his exten-
sive social and religious work,
which led to a collective sigh of re-
lief from his supporters and family
upon hearing of his safe rescue.
Police are currently investigating
the incident.

Dewas: A shocking case of juvenile crime has
emerged from Karadiyapari village in Dewas dis-
trict, where two minor cousins, aged 11 and 13,
brutally murdered 13-year-old Vedansh Jhala.
The accused lured the boy to a warehouse on
Sunday evening and stabbed him 20 times with a
vegetable cutting knife. Police apprehended the
boys, who have now been sent to a juvenile home
in Ujjain.

Vedansh, a Class 7 student, had gone missing
after attending Ganesh aarti at his home and lat-
er visiting a village pandal. Around 11 pm, vil-
lagers discovered his blood-soaked body hidden
under a harvester in a warehouse.

According to police, the 11-year-old caught
Vedansh while the 13-year-old repeatedly
stabbed him in the chest, stomach, and throat.
After the murder, they attempted to hide the evi-
dence by bathing and concealing their blood-
stained clothes. The knife and garments were lat-
er recovered by police.

Sonkatch police, led by TI Ashish Rajput,
SDOP Deepa Mandve, and ASP Jayveer Singh
Bhadauria, investigated the case with the help of
a dog squad. 

Initially, the cousins tried to mislead investi-
gators by giving contradictory statements, but
under strict questioning they confessed.

The motive, police revealed, was revenge. Ear-
lier in March, Vedansh had beaten the younger
accused after accusing him of spreading rumors.
The humiliation festered, leading to the premed-
itated murder months later.

Minor cousins brutally murder
13-year-old in Dewas

Jabalpur: A heated confrontation in Jabalpur’s Hanu-
mantal area led to three police officers getting injured
after a mob attacked them with stones. The incident
occurred in the Babatola Sindhi Camp neighborhood

when police arrived to arrest an individual, Sameer, in
connection with a molestation case filed under the
POCSO Act.

The police team, including head constables
Mukesh Mishra and Pramod Pandey, was met with
fierce resistance from Sameer’s family and associates,
including Afzal, Ameer, Sayna, Afsana, Alia, and Gul-
fasa. The group allegedly attempted to obstruct the ar-
rest and then began pelting stones at the officers.
Head Constable Mishra sustained injuries to his knee,
while Head Constable Pandey was hit in the chest. An-
other officer, Raja Bhaiya Choubey, also suffered in-
juries.

Police have now filed a separate FIR against the
seven individuals for obstruction of official duty and
assault on public servants. One person has been ar-
rested and sent to jail, while the remaining six sus-
pects are currently absconding. The police have
launched a search to bring them to justice. This inci-
dent underscores the risks law enforcement person-
nel face while on duty.

Hanumantal stone-pelting incident
injures three police officers

Beohari, Shahdol: A devastating
head-on collision between two
motorcycles near Sakhi Barrier on
the Beohari-Sidhi road has left
three people dead and one seri-
ously injured. The tragic accident
occurred on Monday evening,

causing immediate chaos as locals
rushed to assist. Upon receiving
the report, police and emergency
services quickly arrived at the
scene. They transported the in-
jured to the hospital, but two of the
victims succumbed to their in-

juries during treatment, while a
third had died on the spot. 

The victims have been identi-
fied as Dhanraj Singh and Ramlal-
lu Singh from the Sidhi district,
both of whom worked as forest
guards, and Shani Singh, a resident
of Beohari. The fourth individual,
identified as Raju Singh, is in criti-
cal condition and receiving med-
ical care.

Police, led by Station House Of-
ficer Arun Pandey, used the bike
registration numbers to contact
the victims’ families, who have
been informed of the tragedy. 
Authorities have seized the wrecked
motorcycles and launched an inves-
tigation to determine the exact
cause of the crash. The incident
serves as a grim reminder of the dan-
gers on the road and highlights the
urgent need for greater road safety
awareness in the region.

Head-on bike collision claims three lives 

Gwalior: Two men were killed and
four others were seriously injured
in a tragic road accident near
Dabra on the Gwalior-Jhansi na-
tional highway. The victims were

on their way to visit the Khatu
Shyam temple when their Scorpio
SUV overturned while attempting
to overtake an overloaded truck.
The speeding car lost control after

the maneuver, flipping over and
trapping its occupants inside. On-
lookers and passing drivers imme-
diately rushed to the scene and
alerted the police.

Emergency services arrived
quickly and extracted the trapped
individuals, rushing them to the
hospital. Sadly, two of the passen-
gers, Siddharth Gupta and Shub-
ham Namdev, were pronounced
dead upon arrival. The other four
occupants—Manish Yadav, Ab-
hishek Yadav, Raja Ali, and Shakti
Rajput—sustained serious injuries
and are currently receiving med-
ical treatment. Police have
launched an investigation into the
incident, which highlights the
dangers of reckless driving and
overloaded commercial vehicles
on national highways. The acci-
dent serves as a grim reminder of
the importance of road safety.

Dramatic Leap into Narmada River▼

Indore: Tejaji Nagar police have apprehended
three people involved in a fraudulent scheme
that exploited social media to extort money
from unsuspecting victims. The accused, iden-
tified as Pankaj Khatkar, Yash Solanki, and
Vijendra Gupta, were arrested following a com-
plaint from a local hotel operator, Rahul, who
reported being targeted through a fake Insta-
gram profile. According to police inspector
Devendra Markam, Rahul, a resident of Lavkush
Colony, had befriended a girl on Instagram.
After several conversations, he was lured to a
secluded area near the Tejaji Nagar bypass,
where the three suspects confronted him. They
threatened him and coerced him into transfer-
ring Rs 50,000 from his account.

Suspects admitted to creating fake profile to
ensnare Rahul: During police interrogation, the
suspects admitted to creating the fake profile to
ensnare Rahul and extort money from him. Au-
thorities are now investigating whether the trio
has targeted other victims in a similar manner.
The police recovered a motorcycle, mobile
phones, and cash from the suspects at the time
of their arrest. 

Rahul reported that when he arrived at the
meeting spot on August 25, he was approached
by the three men, who forcibly took his bike
keys and assaulted him. They then transported
him to a nearby forest, where they demanded
the money transfer. This isn’t the first crime by
the accused; they were previously arrested in
the Shipra area on July 22 for violations related
to the Excise and Arms Act. Police are continu-
ing to pursue further action against the trio.

Youth lured with girl’s fake
profile, robbed of Rs 50000

Ratlam: A Panchayat Secretary,
Mahesh Jat, was caught red-hand-
ed by a Lokayukta team while ac-
cepting a bribe of Rs 10,000. The
arrest took place near a tea stall at
a petrol pump.

The arrest came after Rahul
Bairagi, a resident of Bangrod vil-
lage, filed a complaint with Ujjain
Lokayukta Superintendent of Po-
lice Anand Yadav. According to the
complaint, Jat had demanded a
bribe of Rs 1 lakh to implement an
order from the Ratlam Sub-Divi-
sional Magistrate (SDM). The or-
der in question was to nullify an il-
legal property registration.

The Lokayukta police, led by In-
spector Deepak Shejwar, set up a
sting operation on Tuesday. They
successfully trapped the accused
as he accepted a portion of the de-
manded bribe, confirming the al-
legations against him. The swift
action of the Lokayukta police
highlights the ongoing efforts to
combat corruption within govern-
ment offices.

Young couple found dead
on Train Tracks in Umaria
Umaria: A young couple, missing for
four days, was found dead after a tragic
incident involving a freight train. Police
believe the two took their own lives by
stepping in front of the train on the Kat-
ni-Chopan railway line around 4 a.m.

The victims have been identified as
Bharat Kol, 21, and Karishma Kol, 19,
both residents of Kherwa village in the
Umaria district. According to local re-
ports, the couple had been seen staying
at the Mehroi station for the past two to
three nights. Upon receiving the report,
a team from the Amarpur police post ar-
rived at the scene, which was located at
the 1143/39 kilometer mark on the rail
line. After conducting the necessary
procedures, including a post-mortem
examination, the police handed over the
bodies to their grieving families. The
tragic end to the couple’s disappearance
has sent shockwaves through their com-
munity, highlighting the devastating
consequences of personal struggles.

Daring vehicle theft ring
busted in Jabalpur
Jabalpur: A sophisticated and swift vehi-
cle theft ring has been dismantled by the
Gohalpur police, bringing an end to a
crime spree that has plagued the city for
the past six months. The gang, known for
its lightning-fast operations, didn’t just
steal vehicles—they also had a direct line
to a scrap dealer who would immediate-
ly dismantle the stolen goods.
Gohalpur police’s efforts led to the ar-
rest of four key members: Naved Ansari,
Shahzad (also known as Chiraiya), Izhar
Tunna Khan, and Faizan Ansari. In a sig-
nificant breakthrough, authorities recov-
ered five two-wheelers that were part of a
larger string of about 20 thefts.
