The political landscape is abuzz
with recent shake-ups and behind-
the-scenes maneuvers.

The inner circle’s reward
One official, known to be a close

confidant of a powerful bureaucrat,
has landed a coveted district collec-
tor position. This is a significant
promotion, especially since this
role was previously held by non-IAS
officers just a year ago. The decision
to now appoint IAS officers directly
to this post offers a dual advantage.
Not only do these officers gain in-
valuable experience from a top-tier
official, learning the intricacies of
administration up close, but it also
fast-tracks their path to a collector’s
position. In fact, two officers from
this very post have already been ap-
pointed as collectors within the last
year, proving this is a sure route to a
high-profile role.

The aftermath of the 
fertilizer fiasco

Following a recent wave of late-

night transfers for several IAS and
IPS officers, another highly antici-
pated list is on the horizon. This list
is expected to target field officers
who have fallen out of favor with
the government. While their re-
moval hasn’t happened yet, sources
confirm it’s a matter of “when,” not
“if.” These are the same collectors
who failed to manage the distribu-
tion of fertilizers effectively, caus-
ing a major public relations

headache for the government.
Speculation suggests this list may
be released any day now, possibly
after the Prime Minister’s upcom-
ing visit.

A post-on-demand and the
sweet taste of peace

A senior official, known to have
close ties to the government, has
demonstrated the true meaning of

a “posting on demand.” When this
officer expressed a desire to be re-
lieved of their current duties, the
government didn’t just listen—they
catered to their request entirely.
The official not only requested to
be moved but also specified the de-
sired new location. The govern-
ment promptly honored this sec-
ond request. The new posting re-
portedly comes with both prestige
and peace, guaranteeing the official
a more tranquil tenure than before.

False hopes: The case of
the crackling firecrackers

A while back, the government’s
appointment of a few individuals to
various commissions sent a ripple
of hope through countless political
hopefuls. They saw it as a sign that
their long wait for a government
post was finally over. But their
hopes have soured. Just like a pro-
longed dry spell in the rainy season
that withers crops, the ambitions of
many contenders for positions in
corporations, boards, and commis-
sions are now wilting. It seems
those initial appointments were lit-
tle more than a “firecracker”—a
flashy but short-lived display
meant to create a momentary stir
without delivering on the bigger
promise. With the political land-
scape constantly shifting, it re-
mains uncertain when, if ever, an-
other opportunity will arise.

A glimpse behind the curtain

Bhopal: A crucial meeting
was held in the city on Sat-
urday in the presence of
Advocate General
Prashant Singh to discuss
granting 27% reservation
to the Other Backward
Classes (OBC). The prima-
ry point of contention was
the 13% posts held in PSC
recruitment since 2019,
which are yet to be re-
leased. 

The meeting, which
lasted over two hours at a
city hotel, included
Supreme Court lawyers
Varun Thakur and
Rameshwar Thakur, mem-
bers of the OBC Mahasab-
ha, and other advocates
fighting for OBC rights.
Despite the government’s
stated intent to provide
27% reservation, no con-
crete action was proposed
regarding the held posts.

Advocate Varun Thakur
pointed out that the

Supreme Court has not
objected to releasing the
posts, yet the government
has maintained its stance.
Advocate General
Prashant Singh expressed
concern that unholding
the posts could prompt le-
gal challenges from other
groups, potentially stalling
the process again.

To address this, Singh
requested written sugges-
tions from all advocates on
how to unhold the 13%
posts without triggering
litigation. These will be re-
viewed before any final de-
cision is made in consulta-
tion with the Chief Minis-
ter. A fourth meeting may
soon be called.

Strict confidentiality
was maintained during
the meeting—mobiles
were collected, and media
access was denied. The ad-
vocates later shared meet-
ing details with the press.
