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Indore: Chief Minister Dr. Mohan
Yadav delivered a powerful address
at a Vishva Hindu Parishad (VHP)
event, declaring that just as the
Ram Temple brought smiles, Lord
Krishna will also “smile” at the Kr-
ishna Janmabhoomi. 

The CM made the remarks at a
two-day meeting of the VHP’s All
India Legal Cell, which brought to-
gether legal experts, retired judges,
and law officers from across the
country.

New laws rooted in Indian
Tradition
In his speech, CM Yadav asserted

that India’s recently enacted laws
are based on ancient traditions
and thousands of years of Indian

jurisprudence. 
He drew a parallel to the leg-

endary King Harishchandra, stat-
ing that the new legal framework is
built upon such time-honored

principles of justice.
He also highlighted that the

meeting’s purpose was to discuss
critical legal issues and improve
professional practices.

Targeting appeasement
and lawlessness

Taking a firm stance against
what he called “appeasement poli-
tics,” the Chief Minister chastised
the Congress for failing to fight for
the rights of women from a specif-
ic community, citing the Shah
Bano case as a past injustice. He
highlighted his government’s re-
solve, stating that thousands of
loudspeakers have been removed
and that no one will be permitted
to break the law in the name of re-
ligious faith. Yadav also mentioned
ongoing strict actions against open
meat selling, “love jihad,” and oth-
er illegal activities. The event con-
cluded with a devotional chant, re-
inforcing the themes of faith and
cultural tradition discussed
throughout the meeting.

Betul: Madhya Pradesh BJP State
President Hemant Khandelwal
was hospitalized after his health
suddenly deteriorated during a

welcome ceremony in Aathner.
The incident, which caused a tem-
porary halt to the event, was re-
portedly a result of a minor acci-
dent.

According to a doctor at the
scene, Khandelwal sustained an
injury to his hand when it was
caught in a vehicle’s door. 

Soon after, his condition report-
edly took a turn for the worse,
prompting his immediate admis-
sion to the Community Health
Centre by party workers. After re-
ceiving primary medical attention,
doctors stated that his condition is
now stable.

The welcome program was
paused for a short period. Party
members and local residents have
expressed their best wishes for his
speedy recovery.

BJP State President hospitalized after
minor injury during welcome event

Vidisha: Acting on the directives
of Collector Anshul Gupta, a joint
team of the Health Department,
Revenue staff, and Police sealed an
illegal private clinic in Barro vil-
lage, Vidisha block, on Saturday.

The Collector has instructed that
no unregistered or unauthorized
clinics should be allowed to oper-
ate in the district, emphasizing
that any compromise in health
services will not be tolerated.

During the inspection, Block
Medical Officer Dr. Hemant Pan-
choli confirmed that the clinic was
being run by Niwaran Vishwas,
who failed to produce valid regis-
tration documents or authoriza-
tion to practice. 

As a result, the clinic was imme-
diately sealed and a Panchnama
was prepared on-site by the health
team.

Officials stated that such illegal
operations endanger the lives of
villagers and strict action will be
taken against those responsible.
The administration has urged citi-
zens to seek treatment only from
registered and approved health-
care facilities. 

This move not only shuts down
an unauthorized clinic but also
sends a clear message that the ad-
ministration remains committed
to ensuring safe and transparent
healthcare in the district.

Illegal clinic sealed in Vidisha village

Indore: Two children who had gone to bathe in a pond in
Bhavani Nagar area of Banganga police station in Indore
died due to drowning on Friday evening. The deceased have
been identified as Malkhan (12), son of Jitendra Narwariya,
and Lak (10), son of Omprakash Thakur, residents of Bha-
vani Nagar. Both the children had gone to bathe in the pond

with another friend.
Both could not come out as they went deep. The third

friend informed the family late due to fear. As soon as the in-
formation of the incident was received, the residents of the
area reached the pond and started searching for the chil-
dren. After a lot of effort, Bhola and Chhotu of the same lo-
cality took out the bodies of the children at around 11 pm.
Lak was only son of family: Lak was the only son of the fam-
ily. His father works in a factory. On the day of the accident,
his mother had made egg-curry of her son’s choice and she
was waiting for him to eat, but the news of the son’s death
shocked the entire family.  Malkhan was studying in 7th
standard in Pragya School. He has a 7 year old younger
brother. Malkhan’s father Jitendra Devgani lives in village
Basoda. Malkhan and his brother had been living at the
house of their maternal uncle along with their mother in In-
dore for three years. Malkhan’s maternal uncle told that his
sister’s case against brother-in-law Jitendra had been pend-
ing in the court. Since then his sister lives with them. She al-
so works in a company. He told that Malkhan came from
school in the afternoon and went upstairs to play. They did
not know when he went to the pond. 

Two children drown in pond in Indore

Satna: A local leader of the
Bharatiya Janata Yuva Morcha
(BJYM) has created a major em-
barrassment for his party after a
video of him causing a drunken

disturbance at a liquor store
went viral. The incident took
place in Sohawal, where BJYM
Raigaon Mandal President Sumit
Pathak allegedly demanded a

steep discount on liquor. Accord-
ing to store employees, Pathak,
who appeared heavily intoxicat-
ed, asked for alcohol at half its
price. When his request was de-
nied, he began verbally abusing
the staff.

The situation escalated into a
physical altercation outside the
shop, as Pathak and his associ-
ates were seen in the video clash-
ing with employees. 

The entire episode was
recorded by local residents and
has since been widely circulated
on social media.

The incident has drawn
strong public criticism, prompt-
ing demands from local resi-
dents for the administration to
take strict action against the
youth leader.

BJP youth leader of Satna creates ruckus
after being denied liquor discount

Sidhi: A 76-year-old heart patient
was airlifted from Rewa to Bhopal
after his condition deteriorated
and local medical facilities proved
insufficient. The life-saving trans-

fer was arranged through the swift
intervention of MP Dr. Rajesh
Mishra.

Ramadhar Tiwari, a resident of
Amilai village in the Rampur

Naikin area, had been admitted to
a hospital in Rewa after suffering
a serious heart attack. With his
health worsening and access to
specialized cardiac care unavail-
able, his family reached out for
help.

Responding to the urgent ap-
peal, Dr. Mishra immediately li-
aised with Chief Minister Mohan
Yadav, along with the Health Min-
ister and Deputy Chief Minister
Rajendra Shukla. 

Their combined efforts result-
ed in the rapid deployment of an
air ambulance.

Tiwari was transported from
Rewa Airport to Bhopal, where he
has been admitted to Bansal Hos-
pital. He is currently under the
care of specialist doctors, and his
treatment is underway.

Rewa: A simmering dispute over the loca-
tion of a statue honoring former Vidhan
Sabha Speaker, the late Shriniwas Tiwari,
has been resolved, clearing the way for its
installation at the originally planned site.
The municipal corporation has given its fi-
nal approval, and construction has resumed

in time for the statue’s scheduled unveiling
on September 17. The controversy began
when the police department halted work at
the Police Line Square on Gudh Road,
claiming the land belonged to them. The
move sparked a political firestorm, with
Congress leaders sharply condemning the
action and local leaders vowing that public
will would prevail.

Amid the mounting pressure, including
calls from BJP leaders to de-escalate the is-
sue, a consensus was reached.  On Saturday,
a team from the municipal corporation, ac-
companied by a Deputy Commissioner,
conducted a fresh survey of the site, official-
ly green-lighting the project. The construc-
tion is now back on track to be completed
for the unveiling, which will mark the 100th
birth anniversary of the beloved “Vindhya
Lion,” a key figure in regional politics. The
resolution brings an end to a week of uncer-
tainty, ensuring the memorial will be placed
as originally intended.

Tiwari statue controversy in Rewa settled

Shahdol: A 22-year-old man
has died in Shahdol district
after allegedly receiving an
incorrect injection from an
unregistered practitioner.
The incident has highlighted
serious lapses in rural
healthcare and the dangers

of seeking treatment from
uncertified doctors. Om-
prakash Kol, a resident of
Beohari, was taken by his
family to a local medical
store for a leg wound. Ac-
cording to the family, the
practitioner’s son adminis-

tered an injection after
dressing the wound, but
Kol’s condition deteriorated
immediately. In a desperate
attempt to save him, his
family rushed him to a gov-
ernment hospital. However,
he was declared dead upon
arrival. The family has since
filed a formal police com-
plaint, leading to an investi-
gation. Police officials stated
that the cause of death
would be determined by the
post-mortem report. The
Block Medical Officer noted
that the health department
has previously issued warn-
ings to unregistered practi-
tioners in the area, empha-
sizing the ongoing risk they
pose to public health.

Youth dies after alleged quack
treatment in Shahdol

Sehore: An outsource
employee of the electrici-
ty company died of elec-
trocution on Saturday in a
rural area of Sehore dis-
trict. He was doing elec-
tricity repair work after
taking a permit to switch
off the light.  Meanwhile,
the line was suddenly
turned on, due to which
he died on the spot. The incident
happened due to the negligence of
the electricity distribution company.
Irate villagers blocked the road for a
long time near village Chand Bada
and demanded action against the
guilty electricity officials. The vil-
lagers told that Vijay Kumar, age 30
years, resident of village Khandwa,

was an outsourced em-
ployee in Vidyut Mandal
Khajuria Bengal. He was
working in village Khand-
wa to fix the light Satur-
day morning. Despite
taking the permit, em-
ployee Vijay died due to a
sudden electric shock.
The villagers blocked the
road at village Chandbad.

They kept raising slogans by block-
ing the road for a long time and re-
mained adamant on the demand for
action against the guilty officials.  No
officer of the electricity distribution
company is ready to say anything in
the matter. After the incident, there
is anger among the employees of the
electricity distribution company.

Tikamgarh: A female teacher was
killed and five of her colleagues

were critically injured when the
auto-rickshaw they were traveling
in was hit by an unidentified vehi-
cle and overturned. 

The fatal accident occurred
near Patha village, under the Kot-
wali police station area.

According to a surviving
teacher, Neetu Tiwari, the group
was on its way to the Sundarpur
School when a large vehicle struck
their auto-rickshaw from behind.
The impact was so severe that one
teacher died on the spot.

The five injured teachers were
immediately rushed by ambulance
to the district hospital for urgent
medical care, where their treat-
ment is currently underway. 

Police have registered a case
and are investigating to identify
the vehicle and its driver.

Husband accused of drugging
wife to facilitate gang rape
Chhatarpur: In a deeply disturbing case of al-
leged marital betrayal, a man is accused of
drugging his wife and facilitating a gang rape
by two of his friends. An FIR has been regis-
tered against the husband and two others,
who are currently being sought by police.

The incident came to light on September 9,
when the woman was found in a semi-con-
scious state with her hands and feet tied on
the Sagar-Kanpur National Highway. Passers-
by rescued her and took her to a district hos-
pital. Upon regaining consciousness, the
woman told police her husband had taken her
to a market and given her drug-laced momos,
which caused her to lose consciousness. 

She alleges that her husband and two men
then sexually assaulted her before abandon-
ing her on the highway. However, the case is
complicated by a revelation from police offi-
cials. According to Civil Lines Police Station
In-charge Valmiki Choubey, this is the fourth
time the woman has filed a gang rape FIR.

Her three previous cases were dismissed
after the accused were acquitted by the court
due to a lack of evidence or prosecution. The
investigation is ongoing.

Jabalpur Police nab couple
accused of multi-crore Fraud
Jabalpur: A couple accused of orches-
trating a massive fraud has been arrested
in Jabalpur after a seven-month man-
hunt. The duo, that allegedly swindled lo-
cal merchants out of more than Rs 4 crore
were apprehended by the police, bringing
renewed hope to their victims.

The Deceptive Fund Scheme The ac-
cused, identified as Vinod Jaiswal and An-
ju Jaiswal, reportedly operated a battery
business as a front for their scam. They
persuaded numerous traders to invest
money in a fraudulent “fund manage-
ment scheme,” promising high returns.
After collecting the large sums, the couple
vanished, prompting several merchants
to file complaints at the Vijay Nagar police
station. Police Interrogation and Victim’s
Hope Following their arrest, the police are
currently interrogating the couple to un-
cover further details of the deceptive plot
and determine the whereabouts of the
defrauded funds. The news of their cap-
ture has sparked optimism among the
victims, who now hope for a chance to re-
cover their lost money.
