The extended Congress

Working Committee today
reaffirmed its resolve to “de-
fend the Constitution, restore
democracy and end the
NDA’s misrule”, predicting Bi-
har elections will be decisive.

The CWC during its day-
long marathon in the party
headquarters Sadaqat
Ashram adopted resolutions
for establishing a visionary
and participatory gover-
nance to bring stability in the
nation which is ruled by a
government that is bent on
subordinating all institutions
and morality in its pursuit of
power. According to the reso-
lution, a copy of which was
circulated in the media, the
CWC observed that the BJP-
RSS’ relentless attacks on the
Constitution and the Repub-
lic has continued unabated.
“The fundamental principles
of the democracy liberty,
equality, fraternity, and jus-
tice are being demolished
brick by brick.”

Under the BJP, social jus-
tice is being trampled on,
reservations are routinely
eroded through rampant pri-
vatisation, refusal to fill va-
cancies, and widespread use
of underhand tactics like de-
claring candidates “not found
suitable.”

CWC resolves to restore
democracy and end the
NDA’s misrule

New Delhi: A prominent
spiritual leader and the head
of a management institute
in a posh area of the nation-
al capital is now the subject
of a nationwide manhunt af-
ter multiple students filed
complaints of sexual harass-
ment against him. Swami
Chaitanyanand Saraswati,
also known as Parthasarathi,
of the Shri Sharda Institute
of Indian Management, has
been charged with serious
offenses and has since gone
missing.

Police announced
Wednesday that a lookout
notice has been issued for
Chaitanyanand to prevent
him from leaving the coun-
try. Teams of officers are
conducting raids across Del-
hi, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh,
Rajasthan, and Uttarakhand
to find him.

The investigation was
launched after an August 4
complaint from P.A. Murali,
an administrator of the in-
stitute’s trust. Police have
since recorded statements
from 32 female students,

with 17 of them alleging that
the guru used vulgar lan-
guage, sent obscene mes-
sages, and made unwanted
physical advances. The vic-
tims were all pursuing a
PGDM course on EWS
scholarships.

Shocking details
emerge as evidence is
tampered

During the investigation,
students revealed that Chai-
tanyanand would threaten
to fail them or lower their
grades to get them to come
to his room. He also alleged-
ly enticed them with
promises of trips abroad.

Further complicating the
case are allegations of evi-
dence tampering. Police
suspect that CCTV footage
from the ashram has been
deleted, and the DVR has
been sent for forensic analy-
sis. Additionally, chat logs
were deleted from the
phones of more than 50 stu-
dents. Three wardens have
been questioned for alleged-
ly helping the accused
delete the messages.

In a curious turn of
events, it was discovered
that Chaitanyanand had
previously filed for anticipa-
tory bail in London but later
withdrew the petition him-
self, an act that has raised
suspicions. Police continue
to investigate the matter,
vowing to bring the guru to
justice.

Spiritual Guru accused of sexual
harassment on the run

Leh/New Delhi (UNI) 
Four people were reportedly killed

and more than 20 injured in violent
demonstrations by students in Leh
town demanding grant of statehood
to the union Territory of Ladakh and
inclusion of Ladakh into the Sixth
Schedule of the Constitution.

The number of casualties, howev-
er, could not be officially confirmed.

Students clashed with police and
resorted to stone pelting. The clashes
took an ugly turn as the protestors
torched a CRPF vehicle and the local
BJP office. Police fired teargas shells
and resorted to cane-charge to dis-
perse the protestors.

Climate activist Sonam Wangchuk
who has been on hunger strike since
September 10 demanding statehood
for the UT and inclusion of Ladakh in
the Sixth Schedule, was supported by

Youth wing of the Ladakh Apex Body
(LAB). The LAB had given a call for
protest and shutdown after the con-
dition of two of the people on hunger
strike deteriorated and were admit-
ted to hospital last evening.

Additional forces were deployed
to restore law and order.

Talks between the Centre and rep-
resentatives of LBA and Kargil Demo-
cratic Alliance are scheduled to be
held on October 6.

The LBA called for a shut down in
support of the demands. People
came out on the streets and marched
through the streets. The protests
turned violent after the students re-
sorted to stone pelting.

The Sixth Schedule of the Consti-
tution meant for the tribal popula-
tion of four northeastern states As-
sam, Tripura, Meghalaya and Mizo-
ram, has special provisions for gover-
nance, powers of the President and
Governor, type of local bodies, judi-
cial mechanisms and financial pow-
ers to be exercised through au-
tonomous councils.

In a related development, the
closing ceremony of the four-day an-
nual Ladakh festival was cancelled
after the clashes. Lieutenant Gover-
nor Kavinder Gupta was scheduled to
attend the closing ceremony.

Jaishankar calls for global south
unity amid mounting challenges

New Delhi: External Affairs Minister Dr.
S. Jaishankar has voiced deep concern
over current global instability, stating
that developing nations are facing im-
mense challenges in securing their rights
and aspirations. Addressing a meeting of
like-minded Global South countries dur-
ing the UN General Assembly, Jaishankar
highlighted the devastating impact of the

COVID-19 pandemic, conflicts in Ukraine and Gaza, and
climate extremes on these nations. Jaishankar stressed
that multilateralism is under threat, international institu-
tions are becoming ineffective, and urgent reforms are be-
ing delayed. He urged the Global South to unite on critical
issues such as equitable economic systems, sustainable
development, food security, and technological coopera-
tion. Citing India’s success in vaccine production and dig-
ital infrastructure, he offered to share India’s experiences
for the benefit of other nations.

Thaw in US-India relations as Trump weighs tariff fix
In a significant diplomatic development, US Secre-

tary of State Marco Rubio has indicated a readiness to
fix the high tariffs imposed on India by President Don-
ald Trump. These tariffs, reaching up to 50 percent,
were levied in response to India’s oil imports from Rus-
sia. The move is a positive sign for the strained trade re-
lationship between the two nations.
