Shivpuri: A 55-year-old farmer, Rimna Sharma, died
from electrocution in the village of Baihta, sparking

allegations of negligence against the electricity de-
partment. His body was found entangled in power
lines on a utility pole.

According to the victim’s son, Ravindra Sharma, his
father was returning from the field when he was called
by electricity department employees for some work.
Rimna, who had experience with electrical repairs,
was often called upon by the department for assis-
tance. The family alleges that his death occurred while
he was working for them.

Villagers rushed to the scene near Nivoda village to
find Sharma’s body hanging from the pole. With their
help, the body was brought down. While the official
cause of death has yet to be determined, the family’s
accusations have prompted a police investigation.
The incident highlights the dangerous conditions
faced by locals who are unofficially hired for such
high-risk work, and the need for stricter safety proto-
cols within the electricity department.

Farmer dies from electrocution, family
alleges negligence in Shivpuri

Mandla: In a late-night raid, a joint
team from the Mandla Police and
the Forest Department has res-
cued four rare tortoises from a
house in the Bichiya area. The op-
eration, which took place Tuesday
night on Danitola Road, was based
on a tip-off about the illegal pos-
session of protected wildlife. Act-
ing under the guidance of Bichiya
SDOP, a team led by Station House
Officer Bhishm Tiwari and Forest
Ranger Avinash Jain raided the
premises. They apprehended ten
suspects and discovered the tor-
toises hidden in two bags.

Authorities believe the animals
were being held illegally for
Hawan-Pujan (a Hindu ritual). The
ten arrested individuals are facing
charges under the Wildlife Protec-

tion Act. The police and forest offi-
cials are now working together on
further investigation and have
placed the rescued tortoises in safe

custody. The swift and coordinated
action highlights the ongoing ef-
forts by local authorities to combat
wildlife trafficking in the region.

Four rare tortoises rescued in joint
operation of Forest and Police 

Morena: A group of five cheetahs
from Kuno National Park has been
spotted roaming through villages
in the Kailaras block of Morena
district for the past fifteen days,

causing widespread fear among
residents. The cheetahs’ prolonged
presence outside the park has put
villagers on edge, forcing them to
venture into their fields in groups

and keep their children confined
to their homes.

Videos of the cheetahs have
been circulating on social media,
amplifying the public’s anxiety. A
Kuno National Park monitoring
team has been actively trying to
guide the cheetahs back to the
park but has so far been unsuc-
cessful. Despite the panic, park of-
ficials have urged villagers not to
fear the animals, stating that chee-
tahs are not known to harm hu-
mans. “Wild animals have no
boundaries,” a source from Kuno
National Park said. “They are just
exploring and will return on their
own when they are ready.”

The cheetah monitoring team is
maintaining continuous surveil-
lance on the group, ensuring their
movements are tracked while
working on a strategy to safely re-
turn them to the national park.

Five Cheetahs roam villages, sparking fear

Mandla: In a groundbreaking
community effort, residents of
Sakri and Khairi Raiyat villages
in Mohgaon block have
launched a campaign to be-
come completely free of alco-
hol. The initiative, led by a
large community rally, has es-
tablished stringent new rules
to deter drug and alcohol
abuse.

During a public meeting fol-
lowing the rally, villagers col-
lectively decided to impose a
hefty fine of Rs 25,000 on any-
one found producing or con-
suming alcohol within the vil-
lage. To enforce this, a reward
of Rs 5,000 will be given to any-

one who provides information
leading to the discovery of
such activity.

The campaign, which saw
strong participation from men,
women, and youth, aims to
tackle addiction as a “social
evil” that destroys families and
hinders village development.
“This is not just about impos-
ing fines; it is about inspiring
people to quit,” said one vil-
lager. 

The community hopes this
bold step will not only foster
peace and harmony but also
encourage other villages to fol-
low their lead and create a
healthier, safer society.

Police suspect murder with cement block
Indore: A shocking incident was reported late
Tuesday night when a body was discovered
near the stairs of Bijasan Mata Temple in the
Aerodrome police station area. The deceased
was identified as Deepak, son of Mohanlal Ki-
ran, a resident of Siddharth Nagar, who
worked as a loading auto driver. Police said
they received a call around midnight about a
man lying injured near the temple stairs. Up-
on arrival, they found Deepak’s body with se-
vere head injuries. A heavy cement block, be-
lieved to be the weapon, was recovered from
the spot along with his mobile phone. Investi-
gations revealed that Deepak often stopped at
the temple for worship on his way home. Po-
lice suspect he was attacked shortly after of-
fering prayers.

Deepak’s wife, Durga, stated that he usual-
ly returned by 10 PM, but his phone was
switched off that night. He is survived by his
wife and three daughters.

Vidisha: A shocking incident has emerged from the
police residential complex in Vidisha, where a police
officer’s wife was found dead, allegedly by suicide. The
deceased, Rani Raghuvanshi, was the wife of Rajesh
Raghuvanshi, a constable stationed at Gulabganj po-

lice station. The incident was discovered while Rajesh
was on duty.
A police team immediately arrived at the scene to be-

gin a preliminary investigation. Rani’s sister, Vineeta
Raghuvanshi, has accused her brother-in-law of mur-
der, claiming Rani was strangled and it was not a sui-
cide. She has demanded a thorough investigation into
the matter.

However, the in-laws, including Rani’s uncle-in-law
Ram Avatar Raghuvanshi, have dismissed the murder
claims. They stated that Rani had a history of mental
illness and was undergoing treatment, suggesting that
her fragile mental state led to her death.

City Superintendent of Police Atul Singh confirmed
that an investigation is underway, and strict action
will be taken based on the evidence collected, includ-
ing medical reports and statements from family mem-
bers. The conflicting accounts have made the case
complex, and police are working to uncover the truth
behind the tragic death.

Cop’s wife found dead in Vidisha,
family alleges murder

Khandwa: Khandwa police have ar-
rested an individual for desecrating
graves in local cemeteries, a crime
he allegedly committed for Tantrik
rituals. The accused, identified as
Ayub, was apprehended in Harsud

after an intensive search. Police re-
vealed that Ayub would visit the bur-
ial grounds under the cover of night,
specifically targeting the graves of
women. He would dig up the graves
to perform black magic rituals using

the hair and nails of the deceased.
According to Superintendent of Po-
lice Manoj Kumar Rai, the investiga-
tion revealed that Ayub had dam-
aged at least eight graves—five in the
Bada Qabristan and three in the Si-
hada Qabristan. The accused was re-
cently released from jail in April after
serving time for a murder convic-
tion, and his continued criminal ac-
tivity prompted the police to invoke
the National Security Act (NSA)
against him. The police force had
been tracking Ayub for days, follow-
ing leads to various locations, in-
cluding Dharamshala and Shakar
Talab, before finally cornering him.
His actions were not only a crime
against property but also posed a
threat to public peace, leading to the
strict action taken under the NSA.
