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Bhopal: At the National
exhibition, students
Ayush Paul and Samyak
Jain from RPVV Yamuna
Vihar, Delhi, presented
an innovative project
aimed at tackling one of
North India’s most persis-
tent environmental chal-
lenges—stubble burning.
Guided by their mentor
teacher Ashutosh Shar-
ma, the students show-
cased a chemical solution
designed to curb air pol-
lution caused by burning
crop residue.

According to the
young innovators, the so-
lution is sprayed on stub-
ble prior to burning.
Once applied, it reacts
with the organic com-
pounds in the crop
residue, drastically re-
ducing the release of
harmful gases and
smoke. This helps pre-
vent atmospheric pollu-
tion and offers farmers a
simple and practical
method to manage stub-
ble without harming air

quality.  
The project drew sig-

nificant attention for its

potential to support farm-
ers while contributing to
cleaner, healthier air.

Students develop chemical to reduce
pollution from stubble burning

Anuppur: In a unique and sym-
bolic protest against the nine-year
delay in constructing Anuppur’s
long-awaited railway flyover, the
Bharatiya Gan Varta Party (Bhag-
wa) organized a Sadhbuddhi Ha-
van Yagya (ritual for good sense)
beneath the stalled project site.
Led by District President Pandit
Kanhaiya Lal Mishra, the peaceful,
Sannatan-tradition ceremony was
performed to pray for wisdom and

accelerated action from the con-
struction agency, Railway Admin-
istration, State Government, and
contractors.

The prolonged delay continues
to severely impact local trade, traf-
fic flow, ambulance services, and
school transport, making the
bridge a crucial development ne-
cessity.

The unstoppable MLA and

Bhopal incentivizes
staff to boost Voter
Data Survey
Bhopal: Facing an
alarmingly poor com-
pletion rate in the Spe-
cial Intensive Revision
(SIR) of the voter list,
the Bhopal district ad-
ministration has an-
nounced a new incen-
tive scheme for its elec-
toral staff. Collector
Kaushalendra Vikram
Singh confirmed that
rewards will be given
daily to employees, in-
cluding BLOs, SDMs,
and Tehsildars, for
meeting set targets.

The decision comes
after the city’s perfor-
mance in the SIR survey
was deemed “extremely
poor.” While the survey
began on November
4th, distributing forms
to over 20.87 lakh voters
across seven con-
stituencies, less than
20% of the forms (only
4.15 lakh) have been re-
turned and processed
so far.

Daily targets set 
to accelerate 
digitization

To fast-track the digi-
tization process, daily
targets have been fixed
for the week of Novem-
ber 22nd to 28th. On the
first day, BLOs must
achieve 50% form digiti-
zation. In turn, SDMs
and Tehsildars are
tasked with ensuring an
average of 75 forms are
digitized per BLO under
their charge.

The Collector an-
nounced that those who
achieve their daily tar-
gets will be designated
the “Star of the Day”
and receive a special
prize. The administra-
tion hopes this encour-
agement will rapidly
improve the low collec-
tion and digitization
rate, injecting much-
needed urgency into the
crucial voter list revi-
sion process.
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
