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Bhopal: As part of the

Madhya Pradesh emerges as a model investment destination

Bhopal: On Monday afternoon,
panic swept through Sadar
Bazaar in Murar, Gwalior, when
masked attackers on motorcy-
cles opened fire at the shop of
jeweler Mahavir Jain. Four to
five assailants arrived on two
bikes and unleashed a barrage
of bullets, firing for nearly 10
minutes. Police confirmed that
around 15 rounds were fired,
though eyewitnesses estimated
20–25 shots. Several bullets
struck Jain’s shop, while others
hit nearby establishments. Gud-
du Jain, a caterer from Agra, suf-
fered bullet injuries.

A young man survived by
hiding under a counter. The at-
tackers first fired from outside,
brandishing pistols and guns,
before one of them entered the
shop and fired multiple rounds.
Mahavir Jain’s son, Akash Jain,
survived by quickly ducking be-
hind a counter. The attackers al-
so fired inside a nearby shop be-
fore fleeing toward Baradari
Square.

Attackers fled after guard fired
During the firing, the jewel-

er’s guard, Kedar Sharma, fired
two to three rounds from his li-
censed rifle in retaliation. The
bullets struck a shop in front, af-
ter which the attackers fled. 

CCTV footage captured the
incident clearly, showing armed
men entering the shop and fir-
ing, while one man tried to
shield himself with a chair. The
footage confirmed the presence
of five to six attackers on two

motorcycles.

Market shuts down 
The terrified market commu-

nity immediately shut down
their shops and gathered in
protest. Senior officers—SSP
Dharmveer Singh and ASP Anu
Beniwal—arrived with a heavy
police presence and worked to
calm the traders.

Link to morning encounter
Police suspect the attack was

retaliation for a brief encounter
earlier that morning, during
which criminal Kapil Yadav was
apprehended. Kapil’s relatives
accused jeweler Mahavir Jain of
tipping off the police. Akash Jain
informed officers that Kapil’s
brother Arvind and their associ-
ates were among the shooters.

Authorities have blocked the
city borders and, using CCTV
footage, mapped the attackers’
escape route. A search opera-
tion is now underway.

Experts discuss gaur and elephant
conservation measures 
Bhopal: A two-day national workshop on the conser-
vation and management of wild elephants and gaur
was held recently at Sanjay Tiger Reserve, Sidhi. Gaur
and elephant conservation experts from various states
across the country, including Madhya Pradesh, partici-
pated in the workshop. The workshop at Sanjay Tiger
Reserve in Sidhi, a joint effort by the Madhya Pradesh
Forest Department and the Wildlife Institute of India,
Dehradun. Its objective is to develop more effective ac-
tion plans for the conservation of large herbivorous
wildlife in the state.

The gaur became extinct from Sanjay Tiger Reserve
in 1995. To restore the gaur, the Madhya Pradesh Forest
Department and Sanjay Tiger Reserve launched an am-
bitious gaur reintroduction program in 2023. Under
this program, 50 gaur were brought from Kanha and
Satpura Tiger Reserves in two phases, and their num-
ber has now increased to 62. Similarly, the number of
wild elephants is also steadily increasing. Currently, 12
wild elephants regularly roam the Sanjay Tiger Reserve.
Elephants also migrate from Chhattisgarh and Band-
havgarh Tiger Reserve from time to time.
